Colonies
Puritans


Well educated


Had religious rights taken away


Wanted to make a new society


Felt that the church could be saved.  Wanted to purify the church

Get back to the doctrines taught in bible.


Did not want to leave the church only to purify it.

Separatists


Felt that the church could not be saved.  They had drifted to far from 
the doctrines.  


Wanted to leave the church and start their own church

Pilgrims were separatists

Some joined colonies for economic reasons and not religious

Looking for land

In England oldest son would inherit land and youngest son had no hope

Winthrop was 1st gov. of Mass. Bay colony


Set example by working as hard as anyone to build a new life.


Inspired others 

Elected an assembly


Felt that all would benefit if all could participate in the government.



Granted right to vote to ALL male church members

Elected representatives to an assembly called the 


General Court

Mass. Bay Colony prospered

1629-1640 20,00 men, women and children came from England to Mass.

Movement called “Great Migration”  
Many settled in Boston and Salem.

There was opposition to Winthrop

Thomas Hooker = Puritan Minister disagreed with him

Built a town in Hartford , Conn.

Hooker left because:


Belived Governor & others had to much power


Wanted to set up colony that had strict laws on the limits of government power.


Settlers wrote plan for government called:



Fundamental orders of Connecticut – much like Mass. Gov.



2 differences



1-Gave vote to ALL men who were property owners




Even if they were not church members



2-Limited Governors powers




It expanded the idea of Representative Government

1st real constitution in the English colonies

Religious Toleration is


The willingness to let others practice their own beliefs

Roger Williams – Young Salem Minister


Gentle & good natured – most liked him


Gov. Winthrop and others did


He got himself in trouble

He felt that Puritans had to much power in Mass.


Church and state should be separate 


State should maintain peace and order


State should not support just one church


He believed in religious toleration


Feared being sent back to England


Escaped to Narkagansett Bay


Spent winter with Indians


Bought land from the Native Americans in spring


Later land to become English colony of Rhode Island

In Rhode Island the practiced Religious Toleration for everyone:


Didn’t set up state church


No requirement to go to church


Gave ALL white men right to vote

People who disliked strict Puritan rule flocked to Providence & other areas


Anne Hutchinson


Worked as a midwife


Had 14 of her won children


Intelligent – God Fearing

Winthrop said she was a woman of ready wit and bold spirit

That spirit got her in trouble

Held bible meetings (readings) in her home

As many as 50 – 60 people came to discuss the ministers sermon

First just retold what minister said

Alter expressed her won views

Then she seemed to criticize minister views

Puritan leaders were angry

Thought opinions were flawed

Woman didn’t have right to explain God’s laws that belongs to ministers

She answered all questions at her trial

And she revealed weaknesses in their arguments

They couldn’t prove that she had broken any laws.

She did not challenge their religious teachings.

Her mistake was she told the court that God had talked to her directly

Court members were shocked

They believed that God only spoke through the bible, not through individuals.  If he did it would be through a minister not to a woman

Declared her deluded of the devil


Ordered to leave colony

Mass. General Court ordered him to leave the colony

King of England could not give land in North America to Puritans or anyone

Land belonged to the native Americans

Mason Dixon Line
Two English (Math)

Charles Mason & Jeremiah Dixon


Surveyed 244 Miles of Boundary between Pennsylvania and Maryland


Disputed area


4 years and carefully laid stone markers on border of the two
colonies


Sides of markers inscribed with a “P” and “M”


Complete in 1767

More than a boundary


Divided middle from southern colonies


Southern colonies different from middle colonies (life)
Bacons Rebellion


Leader was Nathaniel Bacon


Organized rebellion


Raided North American villages


Killed friendly Native Americans


Went to Jamestown and burned capital


Rebellion lasted a short time


Nathaniel suddenly died and rebellion fell apart


Governor hung 23 followers



Could not stop settlers from moving into Indian Territory

Carolina’s

North settlers are poor, small farms, poor areas to grow tobacco


Rice grows well in Carolina’s


Grew well in swampy low lands


Enslaved the Native Americans



They died or ran away



Used African Americans brought against thier will from Africa

In the north area of Carolina’s

Fewer slaves


Difference led to division of colony into two areas


North and South Carolina 1712

Georgia – Haven for debtors


James Oglethrope founded the colony


Wanted a place for those jailed in England for debt


Could make a new start


English law was that debtors were imprisoned until debt is paid


He paid for debtors to come to America


Enough land to make a fresh start and feed the poor


Strict rules



Farms no bigger than 50 acres



Slavery forbidden



Rules changed to allow slavery on large plantations

Navigation Acts


Ensure only England would benefit from trade with the colonies.

Colonial merchants often ignored or found ways to get aound the acts.
