Jefferson in office

Discuss with students the main actions he took while in office.

List on the board the ideas of Jefferson and the democratic-republicans and list the practices he kept of the Federalists. (pages 268 – 269 in your book)

Discuss with students the how his actions reflected the Democratic-Republican Views that he talked abut in his inaugural address.

Have students develop a report card for Jefferson’s first administration.

On the report card it should show the following:

List Jefferson’s main goals (expressed in his inaugural address), provide a grade for each goal based on his actions in office, and have student explain each grade.

Writing Jefferson’s Epitaphs

Discuss with students why Jefferson chose to list only three of his many accomplishments on his tomb.

Review these with students under “What did he do?” on page 271 in book.

Jefferson wanted his tomb to list the ways he gave to the American People and not his achievements.

You can have students work individually or in small groups to write their own epitaphs for Thomas Jefferson. The list should contain what they think are Jefferson’s most important contributions and accomplishments.

Students can get his accomplishments out of the book.

You may have to define what an Epitaph is if needed.
