After showing the power point on the War of 1812

This can be done in small groups, pairs or as an individual.

Have students make a list of main events, people and issues of the War of 1812.
Have students rank the list by order of significance.

Students will need to create cards for each of the 10 most significant events, people battles, or issues.

On the front of each card, it should provide a name and an image for a person or event. 

On the back, it should provide facts about the person or event about the front of the card.

Students can hand in the cards on the paper but be sure that they put the cards in order of significance.
